Realizing this drawback, Summers invented
the Spray Fill Xpress. Now the one limiting
factor of sprayers, the amount of time it takes
to fill them, has been marginalized to a point
of almost being a non-factor.

Numbers Don't Lie

Fill times can vary depending upon different
aspects, but for the sake of argument

let's say it takes about 30 minutes to
conventionally top off a 1,200-gallon sprayer.

If that sprayer is applying 15 gallons per acre
with a ground speed of 16 miles per hour, it'll
cover about 1,140 acres in a day, but must
stop to refill 14 times. For most farmers,
that's a pretty productive 12-hour shift.

Now let’'s add the Spray Fill Xpress
into the equation. Recall that it
